Architectural Review Committee

Spring is well on its way and as everything begins to 
pop up so do applications to the ARC.  We want to 
remind homeowners that all modifications to the 
property need to be submitted for review prior to the 
work being started.  This includes painting, decks, 
window replacements, residing, etc.  The ARC has 30 
days from the time we receive an application to 
review it.  The reason is so we can group several 
reviews together at one time.  This time frame is 
stipulated in the by laws of the homeowners 
association.  Also, applications need to be submitted 
to the management company.  The management 
company is clearing house and holder of the records 
of the homeowners association. 
 
Over the last several months a common request to the 
Board of Directors has been for Kingstream to better 
enforce the maintenance of homeowner’s property as 
required by the guidelines.  The ARC noted that there 
really was not a “maintenance” list but the guidelines 
require property to be maintained.  This past winter 
the ARC created a set of maintenance guidelines for 
homes and property.  It simply puts the common sense 
maintenance requirements into a single list for all to 
have and utilize.  We are including the list in this 
newsletter and it will become part of the guidelines.  
The management company will use this when 
reviewing the neighborhood for meeting guideline 
requirements and for maintaining the property.

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Landscaping Committee

The groundhog said in early February we would have 
an early spring.  It appears the groundhog was wrong 
this year.  However, astronomical spring will begin at 
8:07 PM on March 20th so spring weather cannot be 
far behind.  Before you know it, the sound of 
lawnmowers will replace the sound of snow blowers 
in the community.   

 
We have reinstated Meridian Landscaping’s contract 
for another year after we put out the landscape 
contract for bid this winter.  Three companies 
submitted bids for the work and the Board awarded 
the contract to Meridian based on cost and their 
previous experience working on the Kingstream 
property.  In addition, they will be taking over the 
fertilization and weed control around the pool house 
and tennis courts from Agro Lawn.  This new contract 
comes at an enormous cost savings for Kingstream.  
Meridian was also awarded the contract to clean out 
the shrubs and over growth along the path between 
Meadow Chase Drive and Kingstream Circle and the 
storm drain between Eddyspark Drive and Kingstream 
Circle.  This work should be completed as this article 
goes to press. 
 
While showing the common areas to prospective 
landscapers this winter the Landscape Committee 
noticed many areas of standing water in the storm 
drainage system of the community.  This information 
was brought to the attention of the Fairfax County 
Maintenance and Stormwater Management Division.  
We were relieved when they informed us of their 
responsibility for the upkeep of these drains and the 
storm ponds. As this is being written we are still 
trying to schedule one of their engineers to come out 
and see the storm drain problems.  So far, two 
meetings were postponed do to weather.  We will keep 
the community informed as this process progresses. 
 
Please remember there is NO DUMPING permitted in 
the common areas of the community.  We also ask 
that you report any landscape issues to the Landscape 
Committee.  And, of course, we are always looking 
for volunteers to assist the committee.   
 
 
 

Pool Committee

As with last year, the Kingstream Pool Committee 
will be using a notebook of residents’ pictures to 
validate access to the pool this summer.  All residents 
who wish to use the pool must have their pictures and 

pool access verification form on file in the notebook 
in order to gain access to the pool.  
 
Residents who have their paperwork and pictures on 
file need not submit any further paperwork in order to 
be granted access to the pool.  However, any 
households that have had a change in the number or 
names of residents in the household, or whose phone 
number has changed must submit new/updated 
paperwork.  Additionally, homeowners new to the 
neighborhood since last summer must also submit 
their paperwork and pictures.  Note that all 
homeowners must have fully paid their community 
dues to RCS Management by the pool opening date in 
order to gain access to the pool. 
 
Again this summer, the lifeguards will check the 
notebook to ensure people entering are valid pool 
members. We appreciate your patience and 
cooperation during this time.  Once the lifeguards get 
to know the faces of our members, they will be able to 
wave you through without having to check your status 
each time.  You will still be required to sign in/out 
using the log sheet each time you enter/exit the pool. 
 
Our pool access system also includes a provision for 
guests.  Members may purchase guest books (6 per 
book) for $15 each, by check only (payable to KCC).  
No cash will be accepted.  Members may pay for an 
individual guest for $3 per person as they enter the 
pool (check only).  Guest passes will be kept in the 
notebook at the pool clubhouse and lifeguards will 
punch the passes for each guest brought by a member.  
Guest passes left over from last year will be available 
for use this summer.

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Spr ing Lawn Care

Many neighbors are anxious to get their lawns in 
shape for spring.  Before you get started, decide do 
you want to control the crabgrass or do you want to 
lay down new lawn seed? You can’t do both! Keep in 
mind the best time to fertilize your lawn is in the fall. 
The only reason to fertilize in the spring is if you 
missed your fall application. 
 
Let’s say you have crabgrass and you want to keep it 
from spreading. Attack it in early in the spring before 
it gets out of control. Begin by loosening up the soil 
with a rake and then you are ready to seed. You can 
use a crabgrass preventative or an organic alternative 
like corn gluten. What ever you choose, use a spreader 
to apply it evenly. The best time to do this is when the 
daffodils are blooming and the spring rains will help 
activate the ingredients. 
 
Watering is an important part of spring lawn care. It is 
better to give your lawn a deep soaking once a week, 
early in the morning rather than a light sprinkling 
three times a week. 
 
After you have taken care of your spring mower 
maintenance and begin to mow, don’t cut more than a 
third of the grass at a time and keep the height to two 
and a half to three inches. Also, change your mowing 
pattern to help prevent soil compaction, which inhibits 
the growth of grass. And don’t worry if you think your 
lawn is not getting fed enough. Every time you mow 
your grass, if you leave the clippings on, you’re giving 
it free nitrogen and that’s the best organic fertilizer 
you can use.  
 
These spring lawn care tips will make your neighbors 
green with envy! 
 
 
 

Property Maintenance Guidelines 
 

The following list has been incorporated into the 
Architectural Review Committee guidelines and is 
reprinted here for you convenience. 
 
A. House Maintenance: 
 

1. Fascia, soffit and eaves shall be in place and 
painted.  Rotting wood shall be replaced and 
painted. 

2. Foundation walls shall be painted. 

3. Siding shall be complete and consistent color. 
4. Excessive algae/mildew shall be cleaned 

from siding. 
5. Gutters and downspouts shall be attached and 

matching the siding. 
6. Window or porch screens shall be in place 

and in good condition.  Screens shall match 
in color. 

7. Garage door shall be intact and 
painted/finished.  Windows if in the door 
shall be unbroken. 

8. Front door shall be painted. 
9. Shutters shall be in place and painted. 
10. Roof shingles shall be complete and 

consistent color. 
11. Wiring for TV dish antennas shall be tightly 

attached to house. 
12. TV dish antenna shall be properly attached. 
13. Exterior lights shall be in working order. 
14. House numbers shall be visible on the house. 
15. Seasonal lights and decorations shall be 

removed within 4 weeks of the holiday. 
 
 

Note:  When an item is noted as painted it means not 
peeling, faded, chipped, discolored or similar and with 
a full consistent color of paint. 
 
 
B. Yard Maintenance: 
 

1. Trees along the public sidewalk shall be 
trimmed so the lowest branch is a minimum 
7’0” above the ground. 

2. Public sidewalks shall be edged to maintain 
the side walk width. 

3. Lawns shall be maintained and mowed.  
Lawns shall not be left unmowed more for 
more than 3 weeks or with grass or weeds 
over 6” in height. 

4. Planting areas shall be clear of substantial 
weeds. 

5. Sidewalks and driveways shall be free of 
weeds. 

6. Trees shall be maintained and dead 
trees/limbs removed. 

7. Dead shrubs, plants shall be removed. 
8. Fences shall be maintained.  Damaged 

pickets/posts shall be replaced.  Gates shall 
be maintained. 

9. Planting walls shall be sound and standing. 
10. Mailboxes and posts shall be painted/finished 

and undamaged. 
11. Yard debris shall not be left in the yard. 
12. Driveways shall be maintained.
